In the fiscal year 2022-2023, SGVS Hospital & Research Centre made significant strides in eye
disease treatment in Khunti and nearby districts of Jharkhand. The hospital conducted a total of
approx. 1602 eye surgeries, addressing a spectrum of conditions, including cataracts, glaucoma, and
refractive disorders. Out of these, 658 surgeries were performed as part of outreach programs,
extending specialized eye care to rural communities. Additionally, our eye clinics reached 12,480
individuals through screenings and awareness campaigns. These statistical achievements underscore
